The Incredible Grace of God (part 2)


This week’s leadership blog continues with the theme: The Incredible Grace of God. The words of Rich’s song really help us keep life, family and ministry in proper perspective. 


While the subject of grace is regarded by most as elementary or foundational in the life of every Christian (and rightfully so), still, God’s grace is the one, consistent element we can never do without. Again, Jesus made it abundantly clear of even His need for the Father’s ability (or grace) to “be” and “do” what was included in His destiny. My friend, you and I are no different. Everything that we counted to have an “eternal value” will be done with the involvement of God’s grace.

The moment we believe we have things figured out, our demise lurks in the shadows. This was one of the temptations Jesus faced while in the wilderness. You and I will have to contend with and overcome the same temptation, and this is the one test you and I will have to repeat many times throughout the course of our life and ministry. 


Joshua, the one mentored by Moses, received a word from the Lord saying, “Be strong and courageous”. At this moment, I feel it beneficial to add one concept to this instruction, “…and continuously rely on the grace of God.” 


Strength alone will not produce the desired result. Malachi declared, “Not by might, nor by power, but by My Spirit says the Lord of Hosts”. “By My Spirit” lets us know the expectation of the Lord is that we rely on His ability, instead of our strength. He will do His work “in us” then “through us”. This is the “co-laboring” concept Apostle Paul referred to in II Corinthians 3.

May the Lord bless your labors of love wherever you may be serving Him today, as you rely on His grace… day-by-day.
